TWU PROBATION RECOVERY PLAN











Date:        
1. Definition of probation: a warning status that allows a student to enroll for the following semester, but may lead to suspension.

2. Definition of suspension:  a status that prevents students from enrolling in the university for one or more long semesters.
3. When students are placed on probation: The cumulative GPA falling below academic good standing determines when a student is placed on academic probation. 

4. When students are taken off probation: The cumulative GPA necessary to be removed from academic probation and to reach academic good standing:

If the student has have 0-29 credit hours, the student must earn a minimum of 1.8 GPA.

If the student has attempted 30 credit hours or more, the student must earn a GPA of 2.0.
5. If the cumulative GPA cannot be brought up to 2.0 in one semester, students are continued on probation. If the student earns a minimum of 2.0 semester GPA on 9 or more credit hours, probation is continued.
6. Best strategy for regaining academic good standing:  Student repeats and passes courses in which failing or low grades were earned.
