Directions to Campus

From Dallas Lovefield: 

Leaving Lovefield take I- 35 N to Denton/ US 77.  Take exit 464, which becomes Dallas Drive. Stay on Dallas Drive, which passes under a railroad bridge and curves to the right, where it becomes Bell Ave. Continue on Bell Avenue. After crossing McKinney Street, Bell Avenue will curve to the left (you must be in the left lane to make the turn). Ahead of you will be the TWU campus with its distinctive high-rise buildings. At the intersection of Bell Avenue and Administration Drive, there is a visitor booth if you need more information on parking and directions.
From DFW Airport:

Merge onto International Pkwy toward the north exit (toll).  Stay straight to go onto 121 Business.  Take the TX-121 Business north exit toward Lewisville.  Stay straight on 121 until you come to I-35.  Turn left onto I-35.  Merge onto I-35 N via the ramp on the left. Take Interstate I-35 to Denton/ US 77. Take exit 464, which becomes Dallas Drive. Stay on Dallas Drive, which passes under a railroad bridge and curves to the right, where it becomes Bell Ave. Continue on Bell Avenue. After crossing McKinney Street, Bell Avenue will curve to the left (you must be in the left lane to make the turn). Ahead of you will be the TWU campus with its distinctive high-rise buildings. At the intersection of Bell Avenue and Administration Drive, there is a visitor booth if you need more information on parking and directions.
From Dallas: 
Take Interstate I-35 to Denton/US 77. Take exit 464, which becomes Dallas Drive. Stay on Dallas Drive, which passes under a railroad bridge and curves to the right, where it becomes Bell Ave. Continue on Bell Avenue. From Fort Worth: 
Take Interstate 35W to Denton, exiting at University Drive (US 380). Turn right on University Drive. Follow University Drive to Bell Avenue, which runs through the TWU campus. Turn right on Bell Avenue.  At the intersection of Bell Avenue and Administration Drive, there is a visitor booth if you need more information on parking and directions.
