Tim Wolf thanked everyone who helped with the Denton Staff Development Day.  The Houston event will be on Thursday, June 10th, and the theme will be “Relax, Relate, Relief.”  All of the funding for the Houston event has been approved.  Tim is completing the final summary and expense reports.  The handouts from the presentations are now available on the website in .pdf format.

F. Rewards and Recognition Committee
Lori Richmon is compiling information for the final expense report for the Pioneer Pride events.  Tim Wolf is working to establish an online system to allow individuals to post nominations for Pioneer Pride recipients year-round.  This link would be located on the Staff Council website as well as the SharePoint site for easy access.  He hopes to have it online in the next couple of months.

IV. New Business/Announcements

The holiday schedule was discussed with specific attention to concerns over the apparent elimination of a holiday on the Wednesday before Thanksgiving in 2010.  As clarified by Dr. McFarland, the 2010-2011 calendar, as set by the state, dictates the holidays for all state agencies including TWU, but the elimination of the Wednesday before Thanksgiving holiday should be a one-time occurrence.  

Anne Downing announced that Rachel Stone has resigned from the Council due to work responsibilities.  Cheryl Holcombe reported that after reviewing the bylaws regarding replacing a Council member, it was determined that, at this time, sufficient alternate members were available to fill the EEOC Code 11 category as required.  She suggested that elections to replace this open slot can be delayed until the next election, unless additional slots need to be filled.  Anne will review the Bylaws regarding alternates for the coming year.  Paula Tanner inquired as to the possibility of reducing terms from three years to two years in the hope that the shorter time commitment would encourage more people to serve on the Council.  Anne provided the history that the terms were previously set at two years and had been increased to three years.  Anne will research the minutes to determine the original reasoning behind the increase.  

Anne Downing provided a chart listing the 2009-2010 Staff Council projects, with their current status for the Council’s review.    Paula Tanner inquired if the establishment of a Toastmaster’s Club on campus was still a possibility.  It is pending the development and adoption of an Affinity Group Policy by Human Resources, which will provide guidelines for the establishment of this type of organization.   
With the current budget year coming to a close, Anne Downing asked the Council members to consider items that should/could be purchased to make optimum use of existing funds.  Suggestions included restocking Pioneer Pride awards.  Harry Winn volunteered to organize a group to conduct an inventory and organization of existing Pioneer Pride award items to determine what is needed.  Anne Downing is also checking with Mr. Benavides regarding the possibility of purchasing items for Council members to thank them for their service.  Reprinting the Staff Council flyers for distribution at New Employee Orientation was also suggested.
