Orientation to the Health Studies Curriculum
B. S. in Health Studies Program

Welcome to the Department of Health Studies! As a B.S. in Health Studies major, you have many exciting
opportunities to explore. The HS program handbook is designed to help make the best of your time at Texas
Woman’s University. Specifically, you can use this handbook as a reference tool for advising guidelines, forms,
faculty information, department policies, certification, departmental activities, student organizations, and
financial assistance. You must also fulfill the university general requirements for graduation described in the
Texas Woman’s University Catalog.

To access update information about our undergraduate degree program as you progress through the
program, frequently visit our Health Studies Department Website at: http://www.twu.edu/health-
studies.

What IS Health Studies?
The TWU Health Studies Department offers a Bachelor’s of Science degree in Health Studies. This degree
prepares health educators to work in areas related to health promotion and
disease prevention. Such programs exist in a variety of community settings including work site wellness
programs, voluntary health organizations, public health departments, clinics and hospitals, and health
maintenance organizations. Required courses address health-related issues among diverse groups and train
participants in the seven areas of responsibility for a health education specialist. Those areas include: 1)
Assessing individual and community health needs; 2) Planning health education programs; 3) Implementing
health education programs; 4) Conducting evaluation and research related to health education; 5) Administering
health education programs; 6) Serving as a health education resource; and 7) Communicating and advocating for
health and health education. Program graduates are eligible to take a national exam to become a Certified Health
Education Specialist (CHES).

Six Degree Tracks

Approximately 250 TWU Health Studies majors are working on one of six study tracks:
1. Community Health Track — Majors in this track are interested in employment in a variety of
community health settings and are considering the possibility of a health-related masters program such
as Public Health or Health Education/ Promotion.
2. BS-preMOT Fast Track — Majors in this accelerated track are preparing to directly enter the MOT
program at TWU’s Denton campus upon meeting the HS requirements.
3. BS-prePT Fast Track — Majors in this accelerated track are preparing to directly enter the DPT
program at TWU’s Dallas or Houston campus upon meeting the HS requirements.
4. BS-prePT Regular Track — Majors in this track are preparing to directly enter the DPT program at
TWU’s Dallas or Houston campus upon meeting the HS requirements.
5. Master’s Preparation Track — Majors in this track plan to directly enter a master’s program (i.e, Health
Care Administration) upon graduation. Thus, this degree plan allows for certain graduate pre-requisites.
6. All Level Health Education Teaching Track — Majors in this track plan to teach in K-12 school
system and will fulfill HS as well as Education requirements for teacher certification.



Course Sequences

How Does My Course Fit In? (Appendix A) overviews required/recommended course sequences. You
will first receive an introduction to the profession and its seven skill areas in Introduction to Health
Education (HS 1363), and become familiar with total wellness concepts in Fitness & Health (HS
1902/1901). The HS elective courses provide in-depth information about specific health issues and
community groups. Women’s Health (HS 3133) is a mandatory HS course and fulfills TWU’s Core
Multi-Cultural/Women’s Studies requirement. You will learn about disease surveillance and develop
skills needed to conduct and interpret research studies in Epidemiology (HS 3413). You must also show
competency with Medical Terminology (HS 3032). Each of the other core HS courses is skill based and
focuses on one of the Seven Areas of Responsibility. Program training culminates in a 12-credit-hour (6-
hr for pre-OT and pre-PT students) internship in a community health setting.

Course Prerequisites and Sequences

Students must successfully complete (earn a minimum grade of “C”) each course’s prerequisites

before enrolling in that course. Prerequisites for each course are listed below and incorporated into the
suggested course sequence visuals at the bottom of this page. Health Studies elective courses may be completed
at any time during the program and in any sequence.

ADVISING AND REGISTRATION GUIDELINES

GETTING STARTED

For admission to the Health Studies Program, you must have at least 2.75 overall GPA. You will
receive a letter with contact information with your assigned Advisor to make an appointment for your
initial advising session. Information for your assigned advisor should be included in your acceptance
letter. During your initial advising session, your advisor will:

(a) Help you determine interest and eligibility for each of the B.S. in Health Studies tracks of
study (see Appendix A for a descriptive flyer).

(b) Help you complete a Degree Program Worksheet for the study track of your choice and a
Tentative Time Line (see Appendix B), which will be placed in your student file in the
department, with photocopies provided for you.

(c) Answer any questions you may have regarding program requirements, policies, and
procedures.

REGISTERING FOR CLASSES

1.

Become familiar with the program requirements for a B.S. in Health Studies degree including
required courses and their prerequisites. Refer to your copy of your completed Degree Program
Worksheet and Tentative Time Line before conferring with your advisor. Pay close attention to
course prerequisites, department policies, and the Course Rotation Schedule.

Make an appointment with your advisor and make sure you have current copies of your Tentative
Time Line, Degree Program Worksheet, 4-year Graduation Worksheet, and transcripts for your
advising session.

IMPORTANT NOTE: If you decide to make changes to your schedule without notifying your

advisor, you may not meet degree plan requirements and could postpone your graduation date.
Also, registering for any Health Studies course out of sequence will result in your being dropped
from the course the first week of the semester.

3. During your advising appointment, ask your advisor to check your file and note whether you are

making appropriate progress toward degree completion. The responsibility of ensuring that you
progress appropriately is yours.

Register on the Pioneer Portal by logging onto: http://portal.twu.edu. If it is your first time
logging into the Portal, click on the “Create Portal Account” and follow on-screen

INTERNSHIP GUIDELINES

A 12-credit-hour internship experience (for Community Health and Master’s Prep Students) or a 6-credit-hour
internship experience (for Pre-OT and Pre-PT students) must be completed as part of the requirements of a
Bachelor’s of Science in Health Studies. No other courses may be taken during the semester in which a student
is completing their internship. Guidelines for the internship are available from Dr. Roger Shipley, Internship
Coordinator. Pay close attention to those guidelines and other posted announcements regarding:

(@) The need to enroll in HS 4121 the semester prior to your internship experience.

(b) The deadlines for submitting “Intent to Register for Internship” form during the semester prior to your
internship experience.

(c) Existing eligibility requirements as they relate to whether you have:

1. Attained minimum GPA requirements (Health Studies and Cumulative GPA of 2.75).

2. Submitted (through your advisor) a degree plan verification form to the TWU Registrar.

3. Successfully completed prerequisite courses prior to the Internship—all required Health Studies
courses.

4. Obtained approval from the Internship Coordinator and the preceptor of the proposed internship site
prior to registration.

THEA

The Texas Higher Education Assessment (formerly TASP) was developed to evaluate the competency of Texas
higher education students to satisfactorily complete freshman level college classes in the areas of reading,
writing and mathematics. A student who is entering a Texas public institution of higher education, transferring
from out-of-state or another college or university, or is a teacher education student in the state of Texas is
required to take the THEA exam. A student may be exempt from taking the THEA if he/she:

(1) Has met qualifying standards on the ACT, SAT or TAAS
ACT—Composite 23, English 19, Math 19
SAT—1070 combined, 500 Verbal, 500 Math
TAAS—Writing 1770, Math 86, Reading 89
OR
(2) Is on active duty or has received an honorable discharge (after
1991) from the armed forces of the United States
OR
(3) Has qualifying College level course work in each area of THEA

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DEGREE PLAN

Your Degree Plan Verification Form (Appendix E) must be filed in the TWU Registrar’s Office at least
one year/40 hours to graduation and before applying for student teaching and internship. It must also
be on file prior to enrollment in any independent study as proof of need and eligibility (see “Policies and
Regulations”). Your academic advisor will assist with the degree plan and its filing.

Note: This is different than your preliminary degree timeline (Appendix B) you received upon entrance
into the Health Studies program.

TEACHER EDUCATION PROGRAM REQUIREMENTS

Students who plan to earn a teaching certificate must apply for admission through the Teacher Education
program of the University. Specific requirements are available from the Health Studies Department
Teacher Certification Advisor, Mr. C. David Infante.

You are expected to fully read and understand the policies laid out in Section 4 of the TWU Student Handbook. These
include but are not limited to: Definitions of Academic Dishonesty, Disciplinary Process for Academic Dishonesty,
Student Rights and Responsibilities, and Code of Conduct.

INDEPENDENT STUDY

Purpose

Process

Limitations

The intended purpose of an independent study is to further the student’s health education skills,
knowledge and/or job marketability beyond those addressed in departmental courses. An
independent study can only serve as a full-course substitute IF the course WILL NOT be
offered prior to the student’s graduation (must be verified by submitting a degree plan
verification form).

To enroll, the student must obtain permission from her/his academic advisor, the chair of the
department, and from the supervising faculty member. A written description of the planned
study must be signed by student, faculty member, and chair and placed in the student’s
departmental file.

No student who has withdrawn from a course with a failing grade will be allowed to later substitute
an independent study for that course. A maximum of 6 credit hours (2 courses) of independent study
is allowed.

GRADES IN HEALTH STUDIES COURSES

GPA

In addition to TWU general academic requirements for graduation eligibility, the Grade
Point Average (GPA) in all Health Studies courses completed must be at least 2.75. The
minimum overall GPA for HS students is 2.75. A student will be asked to sign a “Notice of
Probationary Status” form if the overall or HS GPA falls below a 2.75.

Health Studies majors must earn a minimum grade of "C" in every Health Studies course to be
eligible for graduation.

If a HS Program major receives a “D” or “F” in a HS course, he/she will be asked by the advisor to
sign a “Notice of Probationary Status” form and this will be placed in the student’s file. In order to
stay in the Undergraduate Program, the major must: 1) maintain an overall GPA of 2.75 in all HS
courses, and 2) remediate the course the student failed. If the course the major fails is a prerequisite
to another HS course, the student must remediate the course prior to proceeding to the upper-
division course or take it concurrently with the higher-level course. For example, if the student
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fails 1901/1902, the student will not be able to proceed to HS 3053 (Community Health) unless
the student enrolls in 1901/1902 the same semester or completes it prior to enrolling into the
higher-sequenced course.

Course After taking a course twice, you will be charged non-resident tuition for all subsequent
Repetition enrollments.
Internship HS UG majors must have completed all program requirements and have a GPA of a 2.75
Requirements in order to register for internship (HS 4123). Any courses that require remediation
must be taken PRIOR TO enrolling into internship.
Program
Expulsion If a student receives a “D” or “F” twice for a HS course, he/she will not be able to continue in

the program. If a student on probationary status for low GPA (below 2.75) does not meet the
minimum GPA by the end of the probationary semester, the student will be informed he/she is
no longer in the HS program. He/she will receive a letter from the Coordinator and the Registrar
will be notified. The student will not be allowed to enroll in any HS courses, and he/she must
choose another major.

Incomplete (1) An (1) is appropriate only when a student has passing grades in 2/3 of assigned work, but,

Grade because of extenuating circumstances, cannot complete all of the course work by the end
of the semester/term. Extenuating circumstances include: 1) Incapacitating illness which
prevents a student from attending classes; 2) A death in the immediate family; 3) Change
in work schedule as required by an employer; or 4) Other emergencies deemed
appropriate by the instructor (See TWU’s 2009-2011 UG Catalog pgs 85-86 for more
information).

Grade Grade appeals must begin with an appeal to the faculty no later than 10 class days after the

Appeals grade decision is made. This includes grades on individual assignments, as well as overall
course grade. If a student wishes to appeal the decision further, appeals are made in
writing (and supported with documentation) beginning with the chair of the department,
who will assign the appeal to the Grade Appeal’s Committee. If a student wishes to appeal
the committee’s decision, the chair and the dean of the college will need to be notified in
writing no later than 10 class days after the date of the decision of the previous level. The
ten days for appeals at each level do not include weekends, holidays, or days between
academic sessions.

COURSE ENROLLMENT LIMITATIONS

Enroliment A student may not enroll in any Health Studies course more than TWICE (includes
Frequency withdrawals/drops and/or course completion). If a student receives a “D” or fails a HS
course twice, s/he will be expelled from the HS program (see above).

Internship Health Studies majors (Community Health & Master’s Prep tracks) will not be allowed to
take other courses during the same semester in which they are completing the 12-hour
internship. ALL course work must be completed before entering internship.
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SUBSTITUTIONS FOR HS COURSES

Purpose Substitutions for HS courses may be allowed if and only if one of the following can be
documented:

1. A course listed in that semester’s TWU schedule of classes is not offered or is administratively
changed to a different day or time.

2. A course offering that is scheduled for that semester in the department’s Course Rotation
Schedule is not offered; or

3. Assudden, unexpected family illness or death prevents the student from enrolling in the
existing course (Documentation required!).

Process You must contact your advisor and fill out a course substitution request form.

Limitations Requests to substitute independent studies for an HS course will not be allowed when:
1. The request is made because of work-related scheduling conflicts.
2. The student has withdrawn from or earned the grades of “D” or “F” in the course for which
the substitution is requested.

DEPARTMENTAL EXIT EXAM

Each Health Studies major is required to complete and earn at least a 70% on an exit exam within the
capstone course, Grant Writing & Health Education (HS 4353). This exit exam is based on the

national Certified Health Education Specialist (CHES) exam which covers the Seven Areas of Responsibility
for health educators and includes a health-related grant writing component.

CORE CURRICULUM

If you are a transfer student and your TWU transcript notes that you are Core Curriculum Complete, then you
have met TWU’s core requirements and will not be required to take additional non-major related core
courses at TWU. Students transferring to TWU who do not have their core completed will be required to
complete the TWU core curriculum. TWU shall accept a maximum of 84 transferable credit hours from a
community college on the following webpage: http://www.twu.edu/admissions/transfer.asp.

So there is no misunderstanding of what is academic dishonesty, the following information is
included here (Source: Northwestern University Statement on Academic Misconduct):

1) Cheating: using unauthorized notes, study aids, or information on an examination; altering

a graded work after it has been returned, then submitting the work for regarding; allowing
another person to do one’s work and submitting that work under one’s own name; submitting
identical or similar papers for credit in more than one course without prior permission from
the course instructors.

2.) Plagiarism: submitting material that in part or whole is not entirely one’s own work
without attributing those same portions to their correct source.

3) Fabrication: falsifying or inventing any information, data, or citation; presenting data that
were not gathered in accordance with standard guidelines defining the appropriate methods
for collecting or generating data and failing to include and accurate account of the method by
which the data were gathered or collected.

4)) Obtaining an unfair advantage: (a) stealing, reproducing, circulating, or otherwise gaining
access to examination materials prior to the time authorized by the instructor; (b) stealing,
destroying, defacing, or concealing library materials with purpose of depriving others of their
use; (c) unauthorized collaborating on an academic assignment; (d) retaining, possessing,
using, or circulating previously given examination materials, where those materials clearly
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indicate that they are to be returned to the instructor at the conclusion of the examination; (e)
intentionally obstructing or interfering with another student’s academic work or (f) otherwise
undertaking activity with the purpose of creating or obtaining an unfair academic advantage
over another student’s academic work.

5. Aiding and Abetting Academic Dishonesty: (a)providing material, information, or other
assistance to another person with knowledge that such aid could be used in any of the
violations stated above, or (b) providing false information in connection with any inquiry
regarding academic integrity..

6.) Falsification of Records and Official Documents: altering documents affecting academic
records; forging signatures of authorization or falsifying information on an official academic
document, grade report, letter of permission, petition, drop/add form, ID card, or any other
official University document.

7)) Unauthorized Access to Computerized Academic or Administrative Records or Systems:
viewing or altering computer records, modifying computer programs or systems, releasing or
dispensing information gained via unauthorized access, or interfering with the use or
availability of computer systems or information.

CONSEQUENCES FOR ACADEMIC MISCONDUCT
