In Fall 2007 Texas Womanos University introduced DA
System) as a tool to help students and their advisors plan for a successful and
efficient academic path which hopefully will lead to graduation. But as helpful as this
tool is, there are some features about DARS that continue to confuse both student |
and advisor alike. The purpose of this document is to address the most frequently A
asked questions about how to use DARS and how to accurately read an audit report.
With the student in mind, this document was created with plenty of visual cues to make it
easy to understand the most straight-forward, or the most complicated audits.

WHY SHOULD USE IT?

Since t he Regi strarés Oof fice r
graduation eligibility, it is important that your information be
correct in the system, especially the degree plan and catalog
year you are on. | f t hese yingwo
eligibility will be made more difficult, both for you AND the
University. But aside from your vital statistics, DARS can be an
invaluable tool if you ever decide to change your major or degree
plan. DARS has the ability to show you what you have and what
you need, and also show you what will change if you change
your major. The best part is that you can do all of this from
anywhere at any time without having to make an appointment
with an advisor!
