Who: Dr. John Calabrese, Professor of Art
Description of the session:    Dr. Calabrese’s pencil drawings depict the construction of a moody, atmospheric, and ambiguous setting for one, two, or more human figures interacting within and to a limited enclosed space.   He would like to give an explanation and application of his creative process through the examination of several of his actual pencil drawings.   This will entail touching upon the following: identifying the source for the idea for the work; the evolutionary process of the formal qualities and application of technique; compositional refinement and textural subtleties; and closure and completion.  He will also offer a few words about the relationship between form and content and the effect of music on the creative process.   He will have a half dozen original drawings on hand for demonstration.       
Description of the series:   Sponsored by the College of Arts and Sciences, this lunchtime (“brown bag”) series of presentations features ongoing research, scholarship, and creative efforts by faculty members in the College.  The purpose of the series is to further promote those activities at TWU and to foster collegial and interdisciplinary relations among faculty members across the College and the University.  Although the presentations are by faculty members in the College, anyone interested in the sessions is welcome.  Presentation proposals are reviewed by an advisory committee consisting of representation from all the major areas of the College.
