Presenter’s session description:  I am proposing to present my artistic achievements, including “The Deception Pass Project,” which is a video installation artwork based on a marine navigation channel in Washington State. This project received grant funding through the College of Arts and Sciences Research and Development Fund and The Office of Research and Sponsored Programs Summer Salary Stipend Program. The project involved collaboration with the National Oceanic and Atmospheric Administration to create topographic images of the marine floor.   In my presentation, I will discuss my inspiration and working process as well as place my work in context--how I arrive at and develop an idea and its evolution over time. Both geographic locations and technical processes have been instrumental factors. I will also discuss the logistics for producing the work and its interdisciplinary direction. The presentation will involve projected images and video of my work.  
Description of the series:   Sponsored by the College of Arts and Sciences, this lunchtime (“brown bag”) series of presentations features ongoing research, scholarship, and creative efforts by faculty members in the College.  The purpose of the series is to further promote those activities at TWU and to foster collegial and interdisciplinary relations among faculty members across the College and the University. Presentation proposals are reviewed by an advisory committee consisting of representation from all the major areas of the College.
