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AFTER-SCHOOL PROGRAM INTERN

BACKGROUND:

Founded in 1933, the International Rescue Committee is a leading, non-sectarian non-profit organization providing emergency relief, protection, rehabilitation assistance, resettlement services, and advocacy for refugees and victims of oppression or violent conflict.  Domestically, our 23 offices across the country ensure new arrivals have food, shelter, and clothing, and work with refugees to help them gain self-sufficiency through English language classes, job training and placement services, and community participation activities.  The Headquarters Resettlement Department provides guidance and oversight for the domestic offices.  

SCOPE OF VOLUNTEER WORK:

The After-School Program Intern will assist refugee youth with homework help, social skills development, tutoring, and field trips.  They will be responsible for maintaining lesson plans and for volunteer coordination working in close collaboration with the Education Coordinator.  They will work part-time in direct service to the refugee youth and part in direct service to the IRC Youth Program in basic capacity building of the youth program’s general operations.  The minimum time commitment is 10 hours per week.

ESSENTIAL POSITION FUNCTIONS:
· Assist with homework and school projects for refugee youth

· Assist with field trips.

· Work with IRC staff, volunteers, and school personnel as needed.

· Grant writing and activities coordination.

· Other related duties as assigned.

REQUIREMENTS:

· Commit to attending the After School Program three afternoons a week for a three-month period.

(The After School Program runs M- TH from 4:00- 6:00).

· Submit at least one grant proposal for the Refugee Youth Program.

· Be reliable and flexible.

· Willing to learn about IRC history, philosophy, global work, and local efforts.

· Willing to learn about cross-cultural communication and ethnic backgrounds of clients.

· Willing to adhere to IRC volunteer and workplace policies.

· Commitment to working with youth.

· Ability to communicate clearly and effectively in English. 
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
