HOMEWORK ASSISTANCE (Educational Enhancement-6020) Start date: August 2009
We will have a program at our school called PACE which will be the after school program for our students. This program is from 3:00-6:00p.m Monday-Friday. Volunteers will be able to go into PACE to help students with any homework. There will be a list given to volunteer on which students are enrolled in CIS and service those students daily. If PACE director needs assistance with anything thing or anyone else then volunteer is to meet that need.
BRIGHT KIDS (Educational Enhancement-6028) Start date: October 2009
This is a program designed to help students in grades pre k-2nd grade improve reading skills. All students in the group will be on the same reading level or close to one another. Students will be given materials to help improve their reading and volunteer will be given a hand book with lesson plans to help guide them through the program. This will be during the school day and times will depend on which group of students from which grade level and when a volunteer is available for the group. No more than 5 students will be in this group. 

ONE ON ONE/CLASSROOM TUTORS (Educational Enhancement-6034) Start date: October 2009
Volunteers are needed to help students who need one on one help academically. This will be in the classroom or somewhere outside the classroom where it is just the volunteer and the student. Teachers decide how they want you to work with the students in their classroom and give you work to do with them. This opportunity can take place anytime during the school day that the volunteer is available.

K.A.B (Kids Against Bullying) (Supportive Guidance-1046) Start date: October 2009
This is a group of 3rd-6th grade, boys and girls, who will work on being a positive role model around school and be against bullying. Group will meet every Monday from 3:00-4:00p.m unless otherwise noted. The students will learn the negatives of bullying and learn how they and others can channel that negative energy into something positive. There will be no more than 20 students in this group.

ONE ON ONE MENTORING (Supportive Guidance-1022) Start date: October 2009
Volunteers will be assigned one to three students to mentor on a weekly basis. It will be either one at a time or a group. These students are one’s that need someone to listen to them and be encouraging. Volunteers can help with a student who is struggling academically or a student who just needs a positive role model in their lives. Mentoring takes place during the designated students lunch time if the volunteer is available. 

MTE STEPPERS (Enrichment-5009) Start date: September 2009
This group will consist of a mix of 6th grade boys and girls. The group will work on teaching the students the fundamentals of stepping. The students will learn the background of stepping as well as learn leadership skills. Group will meet every Monday from 3-4:30p.m. Students are to come to designated area and sign in. Stepping will take place until 4:15 then snack will be given out. Students are to clean up after themselves and pack up to go home immediately after. There will be no more than 15 students in this group.

MTE CHEERLEADERS (Enrichment-5005) Start date: September 2009
This group is led by the MTE Art Teacher but she needs help teaching 8 to 10 5th/6th grade girls’ cheers and dance’s for Pride Rally’s through out the school year. Volunteers will be at every practice and learn the dances and cheers with the girls, that way if the Art Teacher cannot be at a practice the volunteer can step in without any hesitation and work with the girls. Volunteer must have some experience with dance and/or cheer (prefer). The cheerleaders meet every Tuesday from 3:15-4:00p.m unless otherwise noted.

R.A.K. CLUB (Erichment-5007)  Start date: October 2009
