Organization Background

The Student Conservation Association (SCA) is a nonprofit organization that offers conservation volunteer opportunities to more than 3,000 people each year. Founded in 1957 to restore and protect America’s public lands and preserve them for future generations, SCA is focused on developing conservation and community leaders while getting important work done on the land. 

In an increasingly urban nation, SCA recognizes the need to connect these youth with their local public lands and parks.  The Dallas Field Office for SCA administers Community Conservation Crews and internship programs. The 2010 high school programs will engage 44 area youth in service projects at several sites in Dallas, providing over 6,000 hours of service.  
SCA's mission is to build the next generation of conservation leaders and inspire lifelong stewardship of our environment and communities by engaging young people in hands-on service to the land. 

Responsibilities
In support of the Trinity River Corridor Project, the intern will play an important role that will fulfill programmatic support and coordination for Dallas programs. The City of Dallas Trinity River Corridor Project Intern will achieve planning, marketing, and networking skills that are ideal for an individual interested in Community Organizing, Education, Non-Profit Management and Business Administration fields. The chosen candidate will:
· Use GPS/GIS and other mapping technologies to support trail building projects

· Act as a liaison between the City of Dallas Trinity River Corridor Project and SCA

· Coordinate one service project each month for the Trinity River Corridor Project by engaging partners
· Support planning and logistics for Community Service Projects 

· Use photography and computer software to document crew and intern projects and coordinate with SCA headquarters to update Dallas pages on website

· Work with City of Dallas Communications and Marketing Manager to develop outreach materials highlighting Trinity River Corridor Project events
· Attend weekly regional and local staff meetings and provide input and feedback 

Opportunities for professional development and training in program coordination will be provided.  SCA intern may also have the opportunity to earn a $1000 AmeriCorps award for college expenses.
