In 2009, Media Projects, a non-profit documentary film production/distribution company, continues the marketing and distribution of three feature length documentary films:

· A Reason To Live (showcasing at the Western Psychological Association’ 2009 Film Festival in April and as the opening night screening for the fall state conference of the National Alliance for Mental Illness (NAMI)-Texas 
· A Fair To Remember (Winner of the 2008 Lone Star EMMY, 2007 Cine Golden Eagle, 2008 Remi and 2008 Telly Award, released in 2007. This film will tour as part of the “American Documentary Showcase” - under the auspices of the U.S. State Dept. - to U.S. embassies around the world throughout 2009) 
· The Monster Among Us (premiered in March 2008, screened at the Holocaust Memorial Museum in Washington, D.C. in Summer 2008, and now screens at film festivals, community centers and on college campuses nationwide and in Europe). 
We have just begun nationwide sales distribution efforts for our newest film, A Reason To Live, which addresses depression and suicide in young adults, beginning in February 2009. The film releases mid-April. Promotion of this documentary will include public/primary school professionals, colleges and universities, law enforcement and public health professionals, members of the therapeutic community, in addition to our customary audiences nationwide.
TIMES NEEDED TO WORK: We ask that interns be able to work at least 3-4 hours each day that they are at the office. We work with interns to create work schedules on selected days during hours that do not conflict with their academic course schedule. Since a minimum # of hours over a semester’s time must be worked, we make sure sufficient hours are scheduled in order for intern to fulfill academic internship hour requirements.
