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First, How Will You Be Tested?

A Before you start to study, you need to know
what kind of test you are going to take:

I Objective tests multiple choice, True/False,
fill -in-the blank, short answer, matching, etc.

I Subjective test essays compare and contrast,
explain connections, describe a timeline, etc.

I Concept Learning testsmath story problems,
manipulating concepts, etc.

Studying for Objective Tests #1
