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This state of Texas scholarship provides a complete waiver of tuition to eligible international students from countries in the Caribbean and North, Central, and South America.  Scholarship recipients must still pay all applicable university fees.  Applicants compete with other international students from their home countries throughout the state of Texas for a limited number of awards that are given to a certain number of students from each country.  Awards are based on academic merit. Competition is intense and final award decisions are made by the Texas Higher Education Coordinating Board, not TWU.
Important Notice: This scholarship program is constantly under review and could be discontinued at any time. You are urged not to rely on this award as a means of finance your studies.

Eligibility Criteria for Applicants:

1. Full time enrollment at Texas Woman’s University in a degree seeking program.

2. Citizenship from any country in the Caribbean and North, Central, or South America, except the United States and Cuba (includes: Argentina, Antigua and Bahamas, Barbados, Belize[British Honduras], Bolivia, Brazil, Canada, Chile, Columbia, Costa Rica, Dominica, Dominican Republic, Ecuador, El Salvador, Grenada, Guatemala, Guyana, Haiti, Honduras, Jamaica, Mexico, Nicaragua, Panama, Paraguay, Peru, St Kitts & Nevis, St Lucia, S. Vincent & the Grenadines, Surinam, Trinidad & Uruguay, Venezuela), also must have been a resident of one of these nations for a at least five years. If country of birth, citizenship, and resident status are not same; the applicant must include a statement supporting the reason why he/she should be considered eligible.

3. Hold a non-immigrant visa (ex. F-1, J-1) and must plan to return to your home country upon the completion of your academic program.

4. Must be in good academic standing in the program in which you are currently enrolled.
Undergraduates must have a minimum GPA of 2.5.  Graduate students must have a minimum GPA of 3.0.

5. Must have a completed at least one full academic semester at TWU, by Fall 2010, in your current degree program.

6. May not be a member of the Communist Party.

All applicants must submit a completed application form. Some applicants will submit a written clarification, if country of birth, citizenship, and residence are not the same. Please type or print clearly. Submit these items by Friday, February 10th, 4:00 p.m. to the Office of International Education, Jones Hall Room 200.  Applications that are incomplete or that are late will not be considered.
