Ms. Alexander next asked what he thought the major issues
and concerns of libraries were, especially in Texas. He then
explained that his perspective is based on being a lay sup-
porter of the library community and his community service

in a small city. He stated that one of the continuing chal-
lenges is to be understanding and accommodating to the
needs and wishes of the community being served. He feels
this to be especially true of public and school libraries but
probably academic as well. He went on to explain that find-
ing financial resources to do this work of transforming to
meet the needs of a changing constituency is another chal-
lenge with the answer not necessarily being to become more
virtual, but more flexible and creative in the mix of services
provided. His growing concern is that the library building
not be abandoned entirely as especially in smaller communi-
ties, it serves as a place, a visible presence that is critical in
making apparent the community -building significance of the
library.

His vision of Texas libraries is straightforward in the sense
that he feels libraries should continue to serve as examples
for building and maintaining a sense of community, adapt to
changing technological trends but stay grounded in core
services, listen carefully to the wishes of their constituents,
share best practices with each other, take seriously their
role as educators and explore new ways to meet the infor-

mation needs of expanding and changing constituencies.

Ms. Merrill presented the results of a survey on the PELSC mentor-
ing project, which was distributed to cohort students and their
mentors in December 2008. The purpose of this survey was to
assess the success of their mentoring relationships , as well as to
provide new ideas, allowing them to continue successfully in their
partnerships. The survey inquired as to the type and amount of
interaction between mentors and mentees, the most beneficial
development activities completed, the most beneficial develop-
ment topics discussed, the value of the mentoring relationship,
challenges of the mentoring process, and ways the mentoring
partnership could be more effective. Ms. Merrill presented the
most beneficial development activities listed by the mentees and
mentors, and the most beneficial topics mentees and mentors
reported that they discussed. Dr. Golden discussed the impact of
the mentoring program, based upon the survey results. The sur-
vey showed that most mentoring relationships have been success-
ful and beneficial, with a few areas for improvement noted.
