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Mrs. Seay urged the following in her installation address:

Continuation of library services,

establishment of LVN Programs, support of the seven point traffic safety legislation including
Drivers Education, participation in C.I.P. and support of the International Friendship Garden in
Brownsville. In the Friendship Garden Project, clubs were asked for a book of trading stamps as
a contribution from each of their members. The upstairs bedrooms in the Headquarters Building
were refurbished, and a bronze plaque with a list of the Endowment contributors was completed

and installed.
