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TEXAS WOMEN'S HALL OF FAME FINDS HOME AT TWU

Women's History Month may be coming to a close, but it's the opening of a new chapter for the Texas Women's
Hall of Fame. On March 27, Texas First Lady Anita Perry dedicated the Hall of Fame's first exhibit, located at
TWU.

Established in 1984, the Hall of Fame had been without exhibit space until Texas Woman's University
volunteered space.

"After 19 years, the Texas Women's Hall of Fame has finally found a home," said Keely Appleton,
commissioner, Governor's Commission for Women. "Now, future generations can learn about the
accomplishments of these notable Texas women. We are grateful to TWU and the sponsors who have made this
exhibit become a reality."

The Texas Women's Hall of Fame exhibit is housed in Hubbard Hall. Admission is free. The Hall of Fame is
open Monday through Friday, 8 a.m. to 5 p.m., except during university holidays. Special arrangements for
groups wishing to visit the exhibit on other days and times can be made through TWU's Office of Conference
Services at 8-1-3644.

"T am thrilled that the Texas Women's Hall of Fame exhibit will be housed on the campus of Texas Woman's
University. What an honor! One of the highlights of my career was being inducted into the Hall of Fame," said
Ann Williams, a member of the TWU Board of Regents who was inducted into the Hall of Fame in 2002,

Other inductees include women such as astronaut Sally Ride, Dallas real estate broker Ebby Halliday and
former White House insiders Liz Carpenter and Karen Hughes.

TWU was selected for the Texas Women's Hall of Fame exhibit because it was a "natural fit," according to
officials with the Governor's Commission for Women. TWU has archived commission records for years, and
the two entities have had a long-standing relationship.

The Texas Women's Hall of Fame was created to honor the state's most outstanding women, including former
first ladies, teachers, athletes and astronauts. Texas residents submit nominations and an independent panel of
judges selects award recipients. Currently, 114 women have been inducted into the Hall of Fame.

TWU TO HOST NATIONAL GYMNASTICS CHAMPIONSHIPS
Hosting the USA Gymnastics Collegiate National Championships is more than just another sporting event for
the Denton community, it also is an economic opportunity. TWU, in conjunction with the Greater Denton
Sports Commission, is hosting the championships April 17-19 in the Kitty Magee Arena.
Event organizers anticipate about 5,000 people will attend the championships, which will draw 16 men's and
women's gymnastic teams from across the country. In 1995, the Jast time TWU hosted the championships, event

attendance was about 5,000 people.

"There are tremendous economic impacts that are generated from such events — full hotels and increased
restaurant and retail sales — and we're very excited about that," said Linda Ratliff, economic development
director of the city of Denton.

The economic impact of the championships on the Denton community is estimated at more than $380,000,
according to event organizers. Competitors, parents who come to Denton to watch their college-aged children
compete and fans should have a significant impact on hotel room rentals, car rentals, and sales in local
restaurants and shops, according to Greater Denton Sports Commission data.

Aside from the economic gains the championships are likely to generate, the event also will raise Denton's
profile in the region and nationally.

"Events such as the USA Gymnastics championships bring the kind of positive national exposure to a
community that is worth much, much more than the exposure we might get from placing an ad in a trade
magazine," Ratliff said. "In the bigger scheme of things, the impact created for TWU in showcasing the campus
and for the community in having so many eyes from outside Denton to be able to see what a great place this is
— that's just priceless."

TWU Athletics Director Chalese Connors concurs. "It's an honor to showcase not only the fine gymnastics
program and athletics program we have at the university, but the wonderful facilities at TWU and the city of
Denton," she said. "I am very happy to welcome student athietes, family members and friends from all over the
country to Denton."”

The championships get under way the afternoon of Apri! 17 with the women's team semifinals. The men's and
women's team finals will be April 18 beginning at 1 p.m. Individual competition, both men's and women's,
starts at 5 p.m. on Saturday, April 19.

Tickets are $20 for an adult event pass and $15 for a student (age 7-17) event pass. Day passes are $8 for adults
and $6 for students. Children age 6 and younger are admitted free.
