 Student Submissions: 

When submitting your assignment to Turnitin: 

 Click on Assignments in Blackboard. 

 Click on  View/Complete underneath the assignment name: 

 

 
 

 You will see a Turnitin assignment inbox where you will upload your paper by clicking on 

the submit button.   

 

 
 

 Browse to your file and click upload. 
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 Click the submit button. 

 

 
 

 

 To get back to the assignment inbox click on Assignments and the View/Complete link 

for this assignment.  In about 10-15 minutes (although it could take up to an hour), you 

will be able to view the Originality Report (if the instructor has selected this option).  

When resubmitting papers, Turnitin will generate an originality report in 24 hours. 

 

Click on Show Details in the assignment inbox.   
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 To view the Originality Report, click directly on the colored bar or the percentage. 

 

 
 

 If your professor has enabled the resubmit option and you would like to resubmit your 

assignment to Turnitin, click on the Resbumit button and follow the submission
