The knowledge and tools provided as an outcome of this course will
enable the participant to begin writing an article, or design a book proposal
or journal proposal, for submission to an interested publisher.

2. Identify the attributes of professional scientific writing.

3. Conduct an evidence-based systematic review for best
practices on the topic for manuscript development.

4. Formulate criteria for choosing a peer reviewed journal or book
publisher, responding to reviews, revising a manuscript, approving
editorial changes, dealing with rejection, and submitting to a different
journal or publisher.

5. Write an inquiry letter regarding manuscript submission to a journal
editor or book publisher.

6. Write a cover letter for manuscript submission.

7. Produce a manuscript for submission to a peer reviewed
professional journal or for a book proposal.

8. Critique a manuscript for publication.

9. Revise a manuscript for submission to a peer reviewed
professional journal.

Participants are encouraged to send a draft of a working
document for development during the course. Instructors will
continuously review material created throughout the week. This

will foster the completion on an article ready for submission by
the end of the week.
