Scholarships awarded in the NFS Department are intended to serve students (1) who are, or will be, enrolled FULL time (at least 12 hours for undergraduate and at least 6 hours for graduate students) for BOTH Fall 2009 AND Spring 2010 semesters, and (2) who have demonstrated high scholastic achievement.  Entering freshmen must have a minimum SAT score of 1000 (math and critical reading sections only) or an ACT of 21 or be in the upper 10% of their graduating class.  Undergraduate and graduate students must have a minimum overall GPA of 3.5 or higher for all college credits.  Graduate students must have a minimum overall GPA of 3.5 for the last 60 credit hours. International students must be admitted to a NFS degree program at TWU to be eligible for a NFS scholarship and must provide transcripts that are evaluated by the Texas Woman’s University or another approved agency.
