SDOL USER SET UP
The SmartData Online (SDOL) tool will allow you to view and/or print your statement online, and allows you to monitor your own transactions throughout the month.

Use this procedure to establish yourself as an SDOL user with JP Morgan Chase. Please note your card must first be activated by using a University phone number.
