2. Have a minimum overall graduate grade point average of 3.5 on a 4-point scale 

3. Be enrolled in at least 6 graduate hours each semester awarded 

4. Experience financial need 

 

To apply for this scholarship you must: 

 

1. Complete a Lillian Rizzo Spicola Scholarship application form. 

2. Submit a written essay explaining the reason you would like to pursue a doctoral degree in 

reading. 

3. Provide evidence of financial need. 

4. Submit a current transcript.  

5. Request two letters of recommendation from academic faculty who can verify your 

commitment to the teaching of reading and interest in pursuing a doctoral degree.  These 

letters must be mailed directly to the scholarship committee by November 1, 2009.
