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The Margaret Griffin Doctoral Scholarship Endowment in Reading was established by faculty in the Department of 

Reading to honor Margaret Griffin, Cornaro Professor Emerita, Texas Woman’s University.  Students who have 

been officially admitted to the TWU doctoral program and who major in Reading are eligible to apply.  This $500 

scholarship is granted in the fall and again in the spring and may be applied to the cost of tuition, fees, and books. 

You may apply for this twice.  To be eligible for this scholarship, you must meet the following criteria: 

 

1. Be admitted into the TWU graduate school in pursuit of the  

North Texas Area Federation Reading Doctoral Program 

2. Have a minimum overall graduate grade point average of 3.5 on a 4-point scale 

3. Be enrolled in at least 6 graduate hours each semester awarded 

4. Experience financial need 

 

To apply for this scholarship you must: 

 

1. Complete a Margaret Griffin Doctoral Scholarship Endowment in Reading application form. 

2. Submit a written essay explaining the reasons you are pursuing a doctoral degree in reading. 

3. Provide evidence of financial need. 

4. Submit a current transcript.  

5. Request two letters of recommendation from academic faculty who can verify your commitment to the 

teaching of reading and interest in pursuing a doctoral degree.  These letters must be mailed directly to the 

scholarship committee.
