


The report is divided into three sections. The first section provides different breakdowns of externally funded projects 
by campus, college, department, and principal investigator (or project director). The second section describes the 
proposals submitted for external funding while the third section provides information about research expenditures. 
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I. Externally Funded Grants and Contracts  

The overall trend of external funds received at TWU during the past five years is that the total dollar amount of grants 
awarded remained fairly constant while the number of grants increased.  The number of research grants awarded 
increased by one (28 to 29) from FY 2002 to FY 2006. However, the average amount awarded to each funded faculty 
member in FY 2002 was $115,013, as compared to $66,676 in FY 2006, which means faculty members are being 
awarded smaller grants.

It should be noted that the decrease in the dollar amount of total grants received in FY2006, as compared to 
FY2005, is partially due to an IMLS grant of $905,030, a three year award that was fully funded in FY2005.  
Normally, one-third of the award ($301,677) would have been funded each year of the three year project.  If the 
standard funding process had occurred, the dollar amount awarded would have been $4,803,862 for FY2005 and 
$5,228,098 for FY2006. 

The following section provides a more detailed breakdown of the external grants and contracts received through ORSP 
during FY 2006 and the comparison of these breakdowns with FY 2005. 
 
A. Distribution by College, Department, and Campus 

Table 1 illustrates the distribution of grant awards within each college by department and by individual faculty 
member. For accounting purposes, the award is listed in the department of the principal investigator (PI). In the 
instances where the co-principal investigator (Co-PI) is from a different department or campus than the PI, the Co-PI’s 
department is shown in parentheses.
