BACHELOR OF SOCIAL WORK DEGREE

In addition to the university-wide course requirements, the B.S.W. degree requires 47 hours in the sequenced social work courses (including six (6) additional hours selected from social work electives) and 10 hours of sociology, as listed below. For the Natural Science requirement the student must take a Human Biology and a general science (with labs). Transfer students may substitute two general sciences (with labs) to meet the Human Biology requirement. See the suggested sequence of courses and information on sequencing of course work for important information about how the required courses in the B.S.W. degree should be scheduled.

The curriculum of the Social Work Program is organized around nine professional areas of study:

social work values and ethics, diversity, populations-at-risk, social and economic justice, human behavior and the social environment, social welfare policy and services, social work practice, social research, and field practicum through placement at social service agencies. These nine content areas build on a liberal arts base to provide social work knowledge, values, and skills, as well as a supervised experience in generalist practice. These nine areas of study provide baccalaureate social work students with the necessary practice methodology, as well as competencies to perform at the entry level of generalist social work practice.

The total number of hours to graduate must be 120 hours. The student must complete at least 9 general elective hours in order to meet the requirement.
NOTES FOR MAJOR

1.
No grade lower than C can be counted as credit toward completion of the sequenced social work practice courses.

2.   A course can be taken up to three times, however for credit only once. The grade used to compute the student’s GPA is the most recent grade earned in the course.  After taking a course twice, the student is charged non-resident tuition for all subsequent enrollments in that course.

3. Currently students may take up to 45 excess hours over the requirements for their bachelor's degree (typically 120 semester hours for most majors). Thus for a 120 hour bachelor's degree, a student may take up to 165 semester hours before being charged out of state tuition. Beginning with entering freshmen in Fall 2006, this limit will be lowered to 30 semester hours. For example, if a person enters TWU as a freshman in Fall 2007, they would be able to take up to 150 hours before being charged out of state tuition (assuming their degree plan required 120 semester hours to complete). Otherwise, they would be allowed the amount that their degree plan requires plus 30 semester hours. Private university and out of state hours are not counted against this limit. Each attempt (that results in a student remaining on a 12th day roll) counts toward this requirement. An exception to this limit is possible for students receiving Pell grants. Developmental courses don't count toward this limit unless a student has taken more than 18 hours of developmental courses. An appeal process is available through the registrar's office.

OFFERED ELECTIVES

Elective courses are selected by the student. Electives during the first sixty hours are generally selected to augment the student’s liberal arts foundation. Electives during the last sixty hours are usually chosen to support the student’s professional goals. Social Work, Sociology and Women’s Studies electives rotate each semester, please see your General Catalog for a current listing of options.
