· Prepare students to value, employ, and conduct social science research in order to develop evidence based practice and to analyze and influence social policy

· Prepare students who will incorporate the values and ethics of the social work profession into their professional social work practice with an emphasis on and commitment to diverse and at-risk populations and the promotion of social and economic justice
