Doctoral Curriculum
Effective for Students Entering Prior to Fall 2009 
To meet degree requirements a student must choose a concentration from one of the following three areas:

1. Social organization/disorganization 

2. Family and life cycle 

3. Metropolitan community/urban sociology 

A concentration in a second of these areas, or in a field outside of sociology, is also required for the PhD in Sociology. 

Course Requirements:

Students must complete a minimum of 60 hours of course work beyond a master's degree or students must complete a minimum of 90 hours of course work beyond a bachelor's degree. Minimum course requirements in the following areas are:

· 12 hours in methods and statistics 

· 12 hours in sociological theory 

· 12 hours in a major concentration 

· 12 hours in a minor concentration 

· 12 hours of dissertation 

· 9 hours of research tools
