NOTES:

1. By state law the candidate must have credit for six (6)
semester hours of American history. Texas history may
substitute for three (3) semester hours.

2. Major: The catalog defines the requirements of a major as
a minimum of thirty (30) semester hours, with 15 advanced
and 8 taken in residency at TWU.

3. Minor: The catalog defines the requirements of a minor as
a minimum of eighteen (18) semester hours including six (6)

advanced hours with three (3) completed in residency at TWU.

4. The B.A. degree requires twelve semester hours of one
foreign language or six (6) semester hours in one foreign
language and six (6) semester hours in a second foreign
language. The B.S. degree requires six semester hours of one
foreign language.

5. The B.A. and B.S. degrees requires a minimum of thirty-six
(36) advanced hours.

6. Thirty (30) of the last thirty-six (36) hours must be

completed in residency at TWU.

7. A student may transfer no more than 72 semester hours
from junior or community colleges. There is no maximum
number of semester hours transferable from senior colleges.
8. A student who holds a valid bachelor's degree from another
accredited college or university and who wishes to earn a
second bachelor's degree at TWU must complete the following
legal requirements: six (6) semester hours of American
history, six (6) semester hours of national and state
governments, and thirty-six (36) semester hours of advanced
studies, and meet departmental, residency, and core
requirements.

PROCEDURES:

1. The student will file TWU transcripts/TWU grade
reports/TWU evaluations with his/her major advisor at the time
suggested by advisor.

2. The student will list on this form all courses satisfactorily
completed and those to be completed, by course numbers.

3. The major advisor will forward the form to the minor
advisor.

4. The minor advisor will forward the form to the Department
Chair.

5. If approval is granted, the Chair will forward the form to the
Dean of the College of Arts and Sciences.

6. The Dean, if approval is granted, will forward the form to
the Registrar's Office at least one year prior to the expected
date of graduation.

7. The Chair will be the sole authority for authorizing
substitutions in the listing of major and minor courses.

8. The Registrar's Office will determine that legal and
University-wide graduation requirements have been or will be
satisfied for graduation.

9. The Registrar's Office will notify the candidate for
graduation of steps to be followed for graduation (ordering
diploma, invitations, academic regalia, and time and place of
ceremony).

10. The catalog carrying the date a student was first enrolled
in an accredited college or university may dictate the
requirements for graduation for a five-year period. Beyond this
time a new catalog must be consulted. The advisor and
student should agree on the catalog date to be used and enter
this information in the space designated "Catalog Date" on the
opposite side of this form. This rule may be superseded by
state law.
