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B. GENERAL STUDIES CONCENTRATION REQUIREMENTS 
 
As a General Studies student you have the option of choosing 2 or 3 
concentration areas from a list of 12 designated concentrations. They are:  
Art, Business, Computer Science, Criminal Justice, Dance, English, Government, 
History, Kinesiology, Math, Sociology, Women’s Studies. 
 
All of the classes you take are required to be 3000 or 4000 level classes. DARS 
will automatically pick any 3000- 4000 level class within these 12 concentration 
areas and list them under Concentration Area in your report. Only pay attention 
to those courses that you have chosen to use for concentration completion. 
Remember your requirements: 

1. You must have 36 hours of total concentration work 
2. If you have chosen 2 Concentration areas then you will complete 18 

hours in each area 
3. If you have chosen 3 Concentration areas then you will complete 12 

hours in each area 
4. If you are transferring in upper-level classes from another university, 

General Studies will credit half of those classes toward your area of 
concentration; so you must complete the other half at TWU. Example: 
If you took 12 hours of 3000-4000 level Business classes at another 
college, then you may use 6 hours of those classes for your Business 
concentration area. The other 6 hours may be used as electives. 

5. Once again, DARS will not recognize the transferred classes so notify 
your advisor so an exception can be written.
