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Milestones in Education at TWU


Department of Education was organized as a service department for the preparation of high school teachers.  The program assumed that high school teachers could instruct primary grades as well.


	The Texas Legislature enacted a special certification law providing TWU the unique status of teachers’ diplomas (non-degree) enjoyed by only three other Texas universities.

A Little History…








Almost from its very beginning in 1901 graduates of TWU (then known as the College of Industrial Arts, or CIA) were being employed as teachers. In 1906 the State Democratic Party in Texas called for the establishment of a kindergarten teaching certificate and that is usually considered the birth of teacher education at TWU. Acting on the resolution passed by the State Democratic Party the first special teacher certificate law was passed by the State Legislature 1908-09 and made applicable to TWU only. As a result of this law, the Department of Education was created at TWU and we became the first institution in Texas to begin the formal preparation of kindergarten teachers.





From that small beginning teacher preparation at Texas Woman’s University was launched. In the century since, TWU has been a leader in producing outstanding educators for our nation’s schools. Today, TWU sends over 500 educators each year into classrooms and schools throughout Texas and many other states. These educators consist of elementary, middle and high school teachers, early childhood and reading teachers, special educators, principals, superintendents, counselors, and educational diagnosticians. The graduates of our teacher preparation programs are changing the world in their schools and in their communities. 





The success of teacher preparation at TWU is due to partnerships among many departments across the university and with area public schools and community agencies. Preparing teachers at TWU is truly a collaborative effort. As we begin a new century of equipping educators, our schools are in greater need than ever before of quality teachers, administrators and other professionals. TWU stands ready to continue its mission of preparing great educators for the challenges of today and tomorrow.
