Faculty Participation in Collaborative Graduate Programs


(Approved by Graduate Council, April 16, 2003)

Texas Woman’s University endorses three avenues for faculty from outside institutions involved in collaborative graduate programs to participate in graduate education at TWU.  Upon appointment to the Graduate Faculty, faculty from collaborating institutions will enjoy all Graduate Faculty privileges with the exception of serving on the Graduate Council and will be eligible for renewal for the duration of the collaborative relationship.

Individual Faculty Appointments

When TWU has a formal agreement with another institution for a collaborative graduate program, qualified faculty from the collaborating institution who teach in the program may be individually appointed to the Graduate Faculty at Texas Woman’s University for the duration of the collaboration.  The collaborating institution faculty must meet the criteria for Graduate Faculty membership in the department offering the degree at TWU.  The collaborating institution faculty will apply through the normal mechanisms established by the TWU Graduate Council.  

Reciprocal Program Agreements

In the case of mutual agreement on membership reciprocity among Graduate Councils of collaborating institutions, individual faculty applications will not be reviewed by the TWU Graduate Council Membership Committee.  Such a mutual agreement may be established as follows: (1) Collaborating departments at outside institutions may submit criteria for Graduate Faculty membership from their institution to the TWU Graduate Council.  (2) The TWU Graduate Council Academic Standards Committee will review the criteria on the same basis that it approves departmental criteria within the TWU community.  (3) Upon acceptance of the membership criteria, faculty members who are granted Graduate Faculty membership at their home institution will receive reciprocity for membership on the TWU Graduate Faculty. Faculty should submit a letter asking for reciprocity along with documentation of Graduate Faculty status at their home institution.  A mutual agreement will be established when TWU departments and faculty are granted the same privilege at the collaborating institution.

Federation Programs

Federation programs with existing policies regarding faculty involved in graduate teaching and student supervision may continue to use those policies. [see Federation Policy Manual page 3:2, 4:2]
